BRIEF SUMMARY: The Historic Preservation Commission has been working with Clay
Griffith of ACME Preservation Services, Inc. to develop an application for the South Montreat
Road Area for consideration by the state nominating committee to the National Register of
Historic Places. This designation would recognize the value and uniqueness of this
neighborhood and could provide eligible property owners a tax credit toward renovation costs.
This nomination research is pursuant to the Historic Inventory completed in 2007 and is funded
in part by a Grant from the North Carolina Office of Archives and History under the Certified
Local Government Program. It is scheduled to go before the State nominating committee in
June.
